London 2012 Cultural Olympiad: guidance for applicants

If you have a project or event that you would like to be part of the London 2012 Cultural Olympiad, you need to apply through the Inspire programme.  The application form is available from your Creative Programmer and we hope these guidance notes will help you tell us what we need to know about your project.

If your application is successful, your organisation will have the right to use the London 2012 Inspire mark for your project or event.

How we select projects to be part of the Cultural Olympiad

There are plenty of interesting cultural projects happening all over the UK, but in order for them to become part of the London 2012 Cultural Olympiad, they need to show us how they:

· Would not have happened if the Games were not coming to the UK in 2012;

· Are “like never before” – in other words, are either brand new and innovative or build on your existing work to take bold new steps forward in the spirit of ‘personal best’;

· Meet all three values of the Cultural Olympiad (see below); and

· Meet at least three of the themes of the Cultural Olympiad (see below).

We are curating a UK-wide programme.  We need to make sure the national mix of projects is as varied and balanced as possible for the whole four-year Cultural Olympiad, so we will be selecting the very best projects.

What we mean by ‘cultural’ projects

We take a broad view of culture.  Some examples of what we could consider to be a cultural event include, but are not limited to, the following:  a carnival, concert, display, exhibition, fete, performance, play, reading, show, workshop or other community event (in a physical or online environment) involving any one or more of the following: architecture, archives, carnival and street theatre, crafts, dance, design, fashion, film and video, food, video games, museums and galleries, music, opera, photography, poetry, science, theatre, the visual arts, books, publishing, the web and landscape.

To be part of the Cultural Olympiad your project can’t be mainly a sporting or educational event, although a sporting or education component is fine.  Please talk to your Creative Programmer who will advise whether you should put your project forward for the Inspire programme through a different channel.

The values of the London 2012 Cultural Olympiad

You need to show us how your project:

· Celebrates London and the whole of the UK welcoming the world, showing our unique internationalism, cultural diversity, sharing and understanding;

· Inspires and involves young people, for example in the design, development and delivery of your project; and

· Generates a positive legacy, for example through cultural and sports participation, audience development, cultural skills and capacity building, urban regeneration, tourism, social cohesion and international linkages.

The themes of the London 2012 Cultural Olympiad

You also need to show us how your project does at least three of the following:

· Brings together culture and sport

· Encourages audiences towards active participation

· Animates and humanises public spaces (e.g. street arts, public art, circus skills, live big screen sites)

· Uses culture and sport to raise issues of environmental sustainability, health and wellbeing

· Honours and shares the values of the Olympic and Paralympic Games

· Ignites cutting edge collaborations and innovation between communities and the cultural sectors and

· Enhances the learning, skills and personal development of young people by linking with our education programmes.



London 2012 will be the most far-reaching event in the world. For the first time in the history of the Olympic Games and Paralympic Games, local and regional communities can be a part of it through the Inspire programme. 





We are looking for fresh, vibrant and truly exceptional projects and events inspired by the 2012 Games. This application pack includes guidance for applicants together with an application form. This is your opportunity to tell us about your project. Please return your completed form to your Creative Programmer.





Non-cultural projects: 


a separate application pack is available.





Once we’ve received your application, we will come back to you with any questions. We will then aim to give you a decision within two weeks. Successful projects will be asked to sign a brand licence agreement and submit artwork for approval.





If your application is unsuccessful, we’ll be able to give you some feedback on why we weren’t able to select your project. Please note that there is no right of appeal against decisions. 








About your organisation





We need to understand about the lead organisation for your project. 





Please provide the full name of the lead organisation as it appears on your governing document or set of rules. 





Your organisation must be UK-based and not-for-profit – that is, profits are not shared with members or shareholders. Individual schools cannot apply but if you are in partnership with another organisation, such as a local authority or a cultural body, they can apply on behalf of the partnership. Additional guidance is available for universities and colleges. Projects aimed at schools and colleges are expected to actively promote 'Get Set', the London 2012 education programme, to participants.





Faith groups and political groups may apply for projects which work across your local community. Religious promotion and political activities are not eligible. 


Your organisation must not be the subject of an insolvency procedure - this includes the organisation being declared bankrupt or becoming insolvent, any order being made, or resolution being passed, for your organisation to go into administration, be wound up or dissolved; an administrator or other receiver, manager, liquidator, trustee or similar officer being appointed over all or a considerable amount of your organisation’s assets; or your organisation entering into or proposing any arrangement with people it owes money to. 





If your project will involve children, young people or vulnerable adults, it is your responsibility to have acceptable child protection and vulnerable adult policies and procedures in place. Anyone working on the proposed activity who is, or will be, working with children, young people or vulnerable adults should also have Criminal Records Bureau (CRB) clearance. 





You should be aware that you might need to get a licence (e.g. for an event). If you are unsure about this you should consult the guidance on the DCMS website (www.culture.gov.uk) and in particular the advice relating to temporary event notices. 





The main contact for your application should be both available to answer questions about the proposal and application, and have been involved with initial discussions with your Creative Programmer. He or she should also be contactable during normal office hours and complete the declaration in Section 6. If your main contact has any particular communication needs, for example preferring materials in large print, please state these needs at question 1.11.





About your project





Please note that the name or title of the project should not include any of the following: ‘Olympic’, ‘Olympian’, ‘Olympiad’, ‘Paralympic’, ‘Paralympian’, ‘London 2012’ or ‘2012’. 


We need to understand what your project is and about the experience participants will have. This should include:


Your projects overall aims and expected results 


A description of the activities that make up the project or event


When your project will start and end, and the first date you will be designing marketing materials


Whether the activities are new or existing and how it is inspired by the 2012 Games


Who your project is aimed at, including specific groups of people


How your project meets our priorities for the Inspire programme – these are detailed in questions 2.8 to 2.12.





Please note that the Inspire programme recognises projects and not organisations.





Making it happen





We need to understand how you plan to deliver your project and how you will know it has been a success. Please include key dates (milestones).





We need to know how you intend to fund your project. If some of the funding has not yet been agreed, we need to be confident that this will be secured before your project starts. Please list ALL funders and supporters. We need to understand the marketing rights those funding your project or event has – for example, if you are obliged to have their logo/d on the cover of your brochure and on posters.





The Inspire programme





Should your application be successful, your brand licence agreement will state your permitted uses of the logo (the London 2012 Inspire mark). In this section we have suggested example uses – please amend these as comprehensively as possible. The information you provide will help us to decide the uses we may include in your licence.

Should any of the information you have provided in your application change, please contact your Inspire Programmer as soon as possible.
